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1 Safety

safely and have understood the resulting
dangers.

Do not let children play with the appliance.
Children must not perform cleaning or user
maintenance unless they are at least 15 years
old and are being supervised.

Keep children under the age of 8 years away
from the appliance and power cable.

1.4 Safe use

2.2 Microwave

Follow these instructions when using the microwave.

11 Cleaning and servicing

To keep your appliance working efficiently for a long
time, it is important to clean and maintain it carefully.

11.1 Cleaning products
Only use suitable cleaning agents.

/\ WARNING - Risk of electric shock!

An ingress of moisture can cause an electric shock.

» Do not use steam- or high-pressure cleaners to
clean the appliance.

Unsuitable cleaning agents damage the surfaces of the

» Only use glass cleaners, glass scrapers or stainless
steel care products if recommended in the cleaning
instructions for the relevant part.

Salt contained in new sponge cloths may damage sur-

faces.

» Wash new sponge cloths thoroughly before use.

11.2 Cleaning the appliance

It is then
easier to remove the dirt.

1. Add a few drops of washing-up liquid to a cup of
water.

2. Place a spoon in the cup to prevent delayed boiling.

3. Place the cup in the centre of the cooking compart-

ment.
